(mobile phone adapter).

3. Plug the adapter plug into an electrical
outlet after confirming that the clipper is
power off.

TURBO Function
Under power-on status, press IRYeY
the clipper will speed up, and press

MEX® cgain to restore the inifial speed.

* Notice:
1. It's normal to generate some heat while charging and using
the clipper.

- Blade Adjustment Method _

e Blade adjustment method

1. To adjust upward, push the adjustment
button directly to the required position.

2. To adjust downward, press the
lock key down and then push
the adjustment button to the
required position.

. Indicator Insirucﬁon

e Indicator instruction when charging
1. Start charging after confirming the clipper is switched off.
indicators will light up one by one, showing the clipper is
under charging status.
2. The battery is fully charged when all indicators are on without
blinking.

e Indicator instruction when using

. When 100%-80% power left, all indicators are on without blinking.

. When 80%-60% power left, 1 indicator is off, the other 4
indicators are on whithout blinking.

. When 60%-40% power left, 2 indicators are off, the other 3

indicators are on whithout blinking.

When 40%-20% power left, 3 indicators are off, the other 2

indicators are on whithout blinking.

. When less than 20% power left, 4 indicators are off, only 1

indicator is on whithout blinking.

When all lights go out, the clipper stops working, indicating the

battery is fully discharged, please recharge it before using.
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¥ When fully charged, the clipper automatically cuts off power.
The charging protection function starts to work to prevent
damage from overcharging.

»*When battery completely runs out, the overdischarging protection
function will be automatically activated to prevent the battery
from overdischarging and protect battery lifespan.

. Mounting & Unmounting Comb _

o Mounting the Comb
Hold both sides,match the slot and
push up.(avoid losing or dropping)

e Unmounting the Comb

Push away the locked part of the comb
on both sides. (Do not press the front or
back part to avoid damaging the comb)

. Mounting & Unmounting Blade

o Mounting the Blade

down and then push
the adjustment button

1. Press the lock key
to the lowest position.

2. Replace the blade.You will hear a clicking sound when
done correctly.

e Unmounting the Blade
Use your thumb to press
down the edge of blade
fo remove the blade.

Ceramic Blade

. Before unloading the blade, make sure you have switched off the
clipper. Use your thumb to remove the blade as shown above.
Use the brush to remove any remaining hair between the upper
blade and the lower blade. Please do not take apart the spring
of the blade in case it breaks down.
Use the brush fo remove any remaining hair from the clipper.
After cleaning the blade, add some lubricant between the
upper blade and the lower blade. Otherwise, the blades®
edge may go dull, make weird noise, give out heat, and
lower the performance.
. Replace the blade. You will hear a clicking sound when done
correctly.
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- Preparation Before Clipping _

Comb through your pet's coat to remove any tangles. Bathe
your animal with lukewarm water to remove any dirt. Rinse well
and allow the coat to dry completely.

Comb out any additional
tangles fo make trimming
easy. Cut the tangles with
scissors if cannot be untied.

*It's very important to keep the hair clean before running the
clipper. Make sure no tangles, no dirt on the hair. If pets hair gets
tangles, plesae cut with scissors and comb through the hair or
the clippers will become stuck in the tangles and pull against
the skin.

Clipping againt the direction of
hair growth.

Pull up the knotted hair by hand
and cut it.

Clipping from bottom to top.
Be careful not to hurt breast
nipple and genitals.

Clipping along ankle for the instep
or around the feet.

Behind the feet, clipping along the arc.
Be careful not fo hurt the hairless
part (circled part in the picture)
between toes.

Clipping outwards from centre
of anus gently.

Clipping againt the direction
of hair growth.

1. Before clipping, please clean,
dry and groom the hair.

2. Adjust the blade adjustment
button to the 1.0mm position

K When using the clipper with the plastic attachment comb, you
need to clean the hairin the comb frequently o avoid and hair
stuck in the comb. It is a normal phenomenon when using the
attachment comb to clipping.

- Tips On Blades Maintenance _

The blades are the most important part of this clipper and must be
well maintained at all times for maximum cutting performance.

QOiling the blades performs the following distinct functions:

1. Provides a low-friction, very thin film lubricant between the
cutting blades so that the blades can take a full cutting stroke
without becoming hot from frictional heat.

2. Flushes abrasive particles and hairs out from between the
blades.

If you cut into dirt, immediately clean your blades with clipper oil
to flush it out. Move the blades back and forth fo assist in removing
the dirt particles.

*Blades are consumable, you can purchase it from seller. If your
blades has go dull please buy a new one for use.

1. Do not try to disassemble the clipper.
2. Do not clean the clipper with water. Keep it dry at all times.
3. Do not use any corrosives such as alcohol, gasoline etc.
to clean the device.
4. Avoid charging it above 40°C and below 0°C.

*1f the product is not used for a long time, please charge it
once at least every three months.

*This appliance is intended for pets timming purposes only.
